Neighbourhood Plans (NH Plan)

Council. The main points were as follows: -

e The plan can cover any agreed area, this is usually the parish boundaries
but once set cannot changed

e Under the plan it is the local people and The Parish Council that are able to
shape and influence the local area

e The plan can be anything between a single policy document and a fully
fledged mini local plan.

e The plan is designed to be proactive and reactive.

e The plan should be drawn up by a group of people drawn from all parts of
the community but should include people who have experience of Planning,
Architecture and Business.

e The NH Plan carries no weight until formally adopted by Daventry District
Council.

e The NH Plan cannot veto any part of the District Plan.

Abigail Campbell also added that it was considered very important that local people
are asked for their opinions and that DDC will look for local participation to ensure
validity of the Plan.

It was agreed that Councillors Mawar, Campbell, Hawkins, Alsop and Chamberlain
would for a subcommittee to meet and set an initial questionnaire for the NH plan.
