It was proposed by Pete Morgan, seconded by Abigail Campbell and carried
that the Parish Council support the Playing Fields Association in their proposal
for the establishment of a skate board park.

It was proposed by
Andrew Alsop, seconded by Pete Morgan and carried that the Parish Council also
pledge £200 towards the groups start up and running costs.

13.03.19 Dog Fouling

After much discussion it was agreed that we try and arrange a positive “Doggy”
week with activities to encourage the positive side of dog ownership whilst utilising
the week to reinforce the issues regarding the negative issues with regard to dog
fouling,

It was also agreed to look at the potential of highlighting the issue via paint and flag
markers and potentially having a hotline to enable witnesses to provide information
with regard to offenders. It was also agreed to looking at swapping bins around
