 Two Neighbourhood Plans have been accepted by DDC 

 The recent walk in surgery with PC Kev Thompson was successful with 
issues raised being issues of anti social behaviour, speeding, Dog waste 
and highway issues. 

 DDC are pushing ahead with Railway link footpath between Country 
Park and Middlemore area (funded by a S106 agreement) and are keen 
to progress with talks with regard the extension on to Braunston.
